
Oak Grove Neighborhood Park
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The open green (irrigated grass lawn) is circled by a paved trail accessing the 
centrally located playground and picnic grove.  Street trees line both road 
frontages, with water quality swales treating surface water runoff along the 
east and west boundaries.  The paved trail connects NE 159th to NE 162nd 
Avenue providing links to residential neighborhoods.  A skateboard spot and 
1/4 court basketball court share an activity area located closer to NE 162nd 
Avenue for older children and adults. Raised mounds enhance the perimeter 
tree plantings and give shape to both larger and smaller mown grass areas.

Future improvements include additional tree plantings to enhance the spa-
tial definition, more benches,  picnic tables and a BBQ grill.  A natural “refores-
tation” area promotes future landscape restoration activities for native plant-
ings in the area of existing deciduous trees to enhance the park’s eventual 
tree canopy and buffer future commercial uses on the property to the south.
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
